EIGHTH LESSON MATTHEW 2:1-12
The Magi worship the newborn King.

After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod,
Magi from the east came to Jerusalem and asked, “Where is the one who has been
born king of the Jews? We saw his star in the east and have come to worship him.”

When King Herod heard this he was disturbed, and all Jerusalem with him.
When he had called together all the people’s chief priests and teachers of the law,
he asked them where the Christ was to be born. “In Bethlehem in Judea,” they
replied, “for this is what the prophet has written:

“‘But you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, are by no means least among
the rulers of Judah; for out of you will come a ruler who will be the
shepherd of my people Israel.””

On coming to the house, they saw the
child with his mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshiped him. Then they
opened their treasures and presented him with gifts of gold and of incense and of
myrrh. And having been warned in a dream not to go back to Herod, they returned
to their country by another route.

NINTH LESSON JOHN 1:1-14

Saint John unfolds the mystery of our Lord’s incarnation.

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God.

Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has
been made. In him was life, and that life was the light of men. The light shines in
the darkness, but the darkness has not understood it.
