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FIRST READING  ACTS 13:26-39 
26 “Brothers, children of Abraham, and you God-fearing Gentiles, it is to us that this message 

of salvation has been sent. 27 The people of Jerusalem and their rulers did not recognize Jesus, yet 

in condemning him they fulfilled the words of the prophets that are read every Sabbath. 28 Though 

they found no proper ground for a death sentence, they asked Pilate to have him executed. 29 When 

they had carried out all that was written about him, they took him down from the tree and laid him 

in a tomb. 30 But God raised him from the dead, 31 and for many days he was seen by those who had 

traveled with him from Galilee to Jerusalem. They are now his witnesses to our people.  
32 “We tell you the good news: What God promised our fathers 33 he has fulfilled for us, their 

children, by raising up Jesus. As it is written in the second Psalm:  

“ ‘You are my Son;  

today I have become your Father.’ 
34 The fact that God raised him from the dead, never to decay, is stated in these words:  

“ ‘I will give you the holy and sure blessings promised to David.’ 
35 So it is stated elsewhere:  

“ ‘You will not let your Holy One see decay.’ 
36 “For when David had served God’s purpose in his own generation, he fell asleep; he was 

buried with his fathers and his body decayed. 37 But the one whom God raised from the dead did 

not see decay.  
38 “Therefore, my brothers, I want you to know that through Jesus the forgiveness of sins is 

proclaimed to you. 39 Through him everyone who believes is justified from everything you could 

not be justified from by the law of Moses.

GOSPEL        MARK 8:31-38 
31 He then began to teach them that the Son of Man must suffer many things and be 

rejected by the elders, chief priests and teachers of the law, and that he must be killed and after 

three days rise again. 32 He spoke plainly about this, and Peter took him aside and began to rebuke 

him.  
33 But when Jesus turned and looked at his disciples, he rebuked Peter. “Get behind me, 

Satan!” he said. “You do not have in mind the things of God, but the things of men.”  
34 Then he called the crowd to him along with his disciples and said: “If anyone would 

come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and follow me. 35 For whoever wants 

to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me and for the gospel will save it. 36 

What good is it for a man to gain the whole world, yet forfeit his soul? 37 Or what can a man give 

in exchange for his soul? 38 If anyone is ashamed of me and my words in this adulterous and 

sinful generation, the Son of Man will be ashamed of him when he comes in his Father’s glory 

with the holy angels.”
