IDENTITY REVEALED

“Epiphany” comes from a Greek word that means “reveal.” It is the season when you see Jesus
begin his public ministry, revealing the reason the Son of God came to earth. During Epiphany,
you will come to understand that when the true identity of Jesus is revealed, you realize your own
true identity as well.

“Christ” is not the family name of Jesus. It is a title. The Greek word “Christ” and the Hebrew
word “Messiah” both mean the same thing: “The Anointed One.” Anointing was the practice of
pouring liquid over the head of someone to signify selection for some special task. When the Lord
had someone anointed, he also poured his Spirit over them. It was the fulfillment of promises
made over centuries.
